1. PURPOSE OF THE RFP

The Etowah County Commission is seeking highly qualified, evidence-based treatment,

recovery, and harm-reduction partners to implement direct opioid abatement services

using county-allocated Opioid Settlement Funds. This RFP is not open to general community

programming. Funding will ONLY be awarded for direct opioid use disorder (OUD)

treatment, recovery support, overdose prevention, and crisis-response services as defined

by national and Alabama opioid settlement guidelines.

2. ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS (STRICTLY LIMITED)

Eligible entities include ONLY:

• Licensed healthcare providers or treatment agencies (OTP, MAT providers, OBOT).

• Certified recovery service providers.

• Harm reduction organizations.

• Criminal justice agencies providing OUD-specific services.

NOT ELIGIBLE:

General nonprofits, schools, prevention-only programs, faith-based programs without

certified clinical staff, after-school or recreation programs, and any agency not directly

providing OUD services.

3. ALLOWABLE USE OF FUNDS

Funds may only be used for:

A. Evidence-Based Treatment & Clinical Services

• MAT, MOUD, OUD counseling, OBOT, co-occurring disorder treatment.

B. Recovery Support Services

• Peer recovery support, case management, recovery housing support, transportation to

treatment.

C. Harm Reduction & Overdose Prevention

• Naloxone, fentanyl test strips, overdose prevention education, Quick Response Teams.

D. Criminal Justice Integration (OUD-only)

• Re-entry treatment planning, diversion programs.

4. FUNDING PRIORITIES

Priority is given to proposals that expand immediate access to treatment and reduce

overdose deaths.

5. PROJECT REQUIREMENTS

Awardees must provide quarterly reports, implement evidence-based practices, track

outcomes, comply with program monitoring, and use funds only for allowable OUD

activities, outlined and approved in the application.
